COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
April 5, 2010

The regular meeting of the Ontario City Council was called to order by Mayor Joe Dominick at 7:00 p.m. on
Maonday, April 5, 2010, in the Council Chambers of City Hall. Council members present were Norm Crume,
Joe Dominick, Charlotte Fugate, John Gaskill, Susann Mills, David Sullivan and Ron Verini.

Members of staff present were Henry Lawrence, Tori Barnett, Larry Sullivan, Kathy Daly, Bob Walker, Marcy
Skinner, Kenny Gather, Dave Stiefvater, and camera operator Hailey Skinner.

Charlotte Fugate led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA

Mayor Dominick stated there were requested changes to the Agenda. Under New Business, Iltem B would
become ltem A; ltem A would become Item C; and a new ltem B would be inserted to hold an Executive
Session under ORS 192.660(2) (f).

John Gaskill moved, seconded by Ron Verini, to adopt the Agenda as amended. Roll call vote: Crume-
yes; Fugate-yes; Gaskill-yes; Mills-yes; Sullivan-yes; Verini-yes; Dominick-yes.

Susann Mills moved, seconded by John Gaskill, fo approve Consent Agenda lfem A: Approval of Minutes of
regular meeting of 03/22/2010; Item B: Proclamation — World Autism Awareness Day; and ltem C: Approval
of the Bills.

Mayor Dominick read the proclamation into the record:

WHEREAS, autism affects dll persons regardless of race, religion, socioeconomic status or
geography; and

WHEREAS, the incidence of autism in the United Statesis 1 in 150 and 1 in 94 boys; and
WHEREAS, a child is diagnosed with autism every 20 minutes; and
WHEREAS, on December 18, 2007, the United Nations General Assembly adopted Resolution

62-13% World Autism Awareness Day, encouraging raising awareness about
autism throughout society and to promote early diagnosis and early
behavioral intervention; and

WHEREAS, the aims for World Autism Awareness Day are to inform the general public about
the health crisis of autfism, stress the importance of early diagnosis and early
intervention, and to celebrate the unique talents and quadilities of individuals
with autism; and

WHEREAS, autism is a lifelong condition, creating an enormous economic impact.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that |, Joe Dominick, Mayor of the City of Ontario, do hereby proclaim
April 2nd as Autism Awareness Day and encourage the citizens of Ontario to join in this observance.

Motor and Recredational Vehicle Parking in Front Yards and Setting Fines for Parking Violations (Final
Reading)

Larry Sullivan, City Attorney, stated there had been no changes to the ordinance since the first reading.

Ron Verini moved, seconded by Charlotte Fugate, to adopt Ordinance #2640-2010, AN ORDINANCE
RESTRICTING MOTOR AND RECREATIONAL VEHICLE PARKING IN FRONT YARDS AND SETTING FINES FOR
PARKING VIOLATIONS, on Second and Final Reading by Title Only. Roll call vote: Crume-yes; Fugate-yes;
Gaskill-no; Mills-yes: Sullivan-yes; Verini-yes:; Dominick-yes. Motion carried 6/1/0.

Ordinance #24641-2010: Amend OMC 5-3 Add Section 2 Prohibiting the Use of Fireworks in City Parks and on
Public School Grounds (Final Reading)
Larry Sullivan, City Atforney, stated there had been no changes to the ordinance since the first reading.

Councilor Fugate reiterated her request to have signs posted with the prohibiting ordinance and the
associated penalties.

John Gaskill moved, seconded by Susann Mills, fo adopt Ordinance #2641-2010, AN ORDINANCE
PROHIBITING THE USE OF FIREWORKS IN CITY PARKS AND ON PUBLIC SCHOOL GROUNDS, on Second and
Final Reading by Title Only. Roll call vote: Crume-yes; Fugate-yes; Gaskill-yes; Mills-yes; Sullivan-yes; Verini-
yes: Dominick-yes. Motion carried 7/0/0.

Ordinance #2632-2009C: Correct Annexation for Boston's Beef House (15 Reading)
Marcy Skinner, Planning Technician, stated this was a clean-up item, based on the rejection by the
Secretary of State's Office of the original ordinance due to an erroneous legal description.

Charlotte Fugate moved, seconded by John Gaskill, to adopt Ordinance #2632-2009C, AN ORDINANCE
CORRECTING ORDINANCE #2632-2009 PROCLAIMING THE ANNEXATION OF CERTAIN TERRITORY TO THE CITY
OF ONTARIO; AND WITHDRAWING SAID TERRITORY FROM THE ONTARIO RURAL FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT;
AND WITHDRAWING SAID TERRITORY FROM THE ONTARIO RURAL ROAD ASSESSMENT DISTRICT NO. 3, on First
Reading by Title Only. Roll call vote: Crume-yes; Fugate-yes; Gaskill-yes; Mills-yes; Sullivan-yes; Verini-yes;
Dominick-yes. Motion carried 7/0/0.

NEW BUSINESS

Resolution #2010-119: Support 8C School District Bond Measure

Mayor Dominick stated he had been approached by the 8C Bond Committee, as had other Councilors,
requesting support for the school district and the bond measure. He believed supporting the issue followed
the City's Missicn Statement.

Joe Dominic moved, seconded by Ron Verini, to adopt Resolution #2010-119, A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ONTARIO, OREGON, EXPRESSING SUPPORT OF THE ONTARIO SCHOOL DISTRICT 8C
MAY 2010 SCHOOL BOND MEASURE. Roll call vote: Crume-yes; Fugate-yes; Gaskill-yes; Mills-yes; Sullivan-yes;
Verini-yes; Dominick-yes. Mation carried 7/0/0.

Executive Session: ORS 192.460(2)(f)
An executive session was called at 7:51 p.m. under provisions of ORS 192.660(1){f). The Council reconvened
into regular session at 8:10 p.m.

Action to Approve or Reject Bid Award: Golf Course Kitchen Remodel

Mayor Dominick stated the Council and staff had discussed this issue at the work session. The current bid
on the table with submitted by Wiliam Toombs Builder, Ontario. Discussion included determining if the
inclusion of the range hood and grill were necessary purchases now, as well as discussion surrounding
doing some “prep work" or “rough out" for including those items at a later date.

Councilor Verini stated he had spoken with members of the community, who indicated they would rather
have a full-service kitchen as opposed fo a "vendor" type situation.
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Councilor Sullivan stated his concern of being able to locate a vendor who could put up a fullservice
restaurant establishment at this late date. The comments of Mr. Jones at the work session gave a viable
alternative for the short-term.

Councilor Crume stated they should move forward with the construction and equipment purchase, and
use the suggestion by Mr. Jones in the interim.

Connie Nysingh, President of the Women's Golf Association, stated that Kenny [Gather] was already
serving coffee, water, sandwiches, etc., so was it really necessary fo have another vendor there?

Mr. Lawrence asked if the Council wanted him to begin the search for a concessionaire?
Council consensus to do so.

Joe Dominick moved, seconded by John Gaskill, to authorize the City Manager to execute a coniract with
Standard Restaurant Supply in the revised amount of $17,284 for the purchase of necessary kitchen
appliances and equipment and to execute a contract with Wiliam D. Toombs Builder in the revised
amount of $59,634 for both Schedule A (Kitchen Remodel) and Schedule B (Dining Room Remodel). Total
project cost is $81,619. This includes the $3,165 required for asbestos abatement in the kitchen area, $336
for asbestos abatement air clearance, $750 for City Permit, and $450 for plan drafting and a PowerPoint
presentation. Roll call vote: Crume-yes; Fugate-yes; Gaskill-yes; Mills-yes; Sullivan-yes; Verini-yes; Dominick-
yes. Motion carried 7/0/0.

CORRESPONDENCE, COMMENTS, AND EX-OFFICIO REPORTS

e Councilor Crume stated he had cleaned up some graffiti at Beck-Kiwanis Park, and in doing so, he
was made aware of the large number of geese on the pond. In walking around, he noticed a
large degree of geese droppings, and wanted to know if the numbers could be timmed down. He
would like to receive somme community feedback on the issue.

e Councilor Verini stated at the Veterans at Risk meeting at the Readiness Center, there had been a
nice turn-out.

» Councilor Sullivan stated he had also visited Beck-Kiwanis Park and noticed the horrible conditions
of the trash cans. They all needed to be replaced.

* Mayor Dominick stated the bid packets were out for the new fire substation.

e Mayor Dominick thanked the Malheur Education Service District for listening to the public and
reversing their decision on the merger. He had pledged his support as Mayor to assist in whatever
role necessary fo voice opposifion to the merger; also, the delegation from Osakasayama had
departed. All had a great visit; and he reminded everyone of Serve Day, May 15™,

e Councilor Verini stated there were some representatives going to Walter Reed Hospital to visit some
wounded soldiers who were returning from Iraq and Afghanistan. The group was looking for some
letters, which would be hand delivered to the soldiers. Anyone interested in writing a letter could
take it to him, and he would get it fo the representatives.
